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Abstract
As a country with a large population, China has achieved rapid development and remarkable
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accomplishments by leveraging its demographic dividend. After decades of rapid growth, China has
entered a moderately aging society. This does not signify the disappearance of the demographic
dividend, but rather its transformation and upgrading. Nevertheless, population aging is an unde-
niable reality we must confront. In recent years, the state has introduced a series of policies to pro-
mote the development of the silver economy at the strategic level, reflecting both a people-centered
development philosophy and a proactive institutional response to population aging. This paper re-
views the theoretical foundations and current development of China’s silver economy, analyzes the
major challenges it faces, and explores the Chinese path toward a high-quality silver economy. The
study suggests that promoting the high-quality development of the silver economy can help culti-
vate new drivers of economic growth, thereby fostering a positive interaction between economic
development and demographic shifts.
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
