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Abstract

Population aging will be a basic national condition in China for a long time to come. Actively re-
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sponding to population aging has become a national strategy, which is vital to the overall develop-
ment of the country and the vital interests of hundreds of millions of elderly people. The National
Plan for the Development of Elderly Care Programs and the Construction of the Elderly Care System
during the 13th Five-Year Plan Period proposes implementing the new development philosophy of
innovation, coordination, green development, openness, and sharing to coordinate aging govern-
ance holistically. These five concepts are applied across six key areas: old-age security, health ser-
vices, the silver economy, age-friendly living environments, social participation, and international
openness. As an important guiding ideology for China’s economic and social development in the new
era, the New Development Philosophy provides a clear direction and fundamental guidance for
solving various problems caused by aging and promoting the high-quality development of the cause
for the elderly. From the five dimensions of innovation, coordination, green development, openness
and sharing, this paper analyzes the internal connection between the New Development Philosophy
and the active response to population aging, summarizes the existing shortcomings in China’s re-
sponse to population aging, and puts forward practical and feasible paths based on the five concepts.
It aims to promote the coordinated development of the elderly cause and the elderly care industry,
improve the governance capacity of the aging society, and provide references for advancing Chi-
nese-style modernization and achieving common prosperity.
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
