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Abstract

Against the backdrop of the continuous penetration of the digital cultural industry into middle-aged
and elderly groups, “silver-haired short dramas” targeting this demographic have emerged rapidly,
becoming a noteworthy cultural phenomenon and a crucial market growth point in the online audio-
visual sector. The popularity of silver-haired short dramas is not an accidental traffic phenomenon;
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rather, it stems from their precise capture and response to the emotional needs of the elderly pop-
ulation. Through content strategies such as high-density satisfying plot designs, narratives with
strong emotional resonance, and low cognitive access thresholds, these dramas achieve precise au-
dience reach and efficient commercial monetization via platform algorithmic recommendations. In
terms of value construction, silver-haired short dramas facilitate active aging practices, bridge the
digital divide, and fulfill emotional needs, yet they also face prominent issues including algorithm-
induced information cocoons, emotional exploitation by capital, uneven content quality, and devia-
tions in value orientation. Going forward, silver-haired short dramas must adhere to the bottom
line of values and embody humanistic care to achieve healthy industry development and advance
the coordinated progress of the silver economy and the digital cultural industry.
