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Abstract

The Honghu Soviet area was one of the Soviet zones led by the Communist Party of China during
the Agrarian Revolutionary War, and was an important part of the western Soviet area of Hunan
and Hubei. The revolutionary of the western Soviet area of Hunan and Hubei persisted for seven
years and made many explorations and remarkable achievements. The cultural construction of the
Honghu Soviet area mainly consisted of two aspects: firstly, it carried out extensive educational ac-
tivities, introduced compulsory education, developed social education and cultivated a new type of
teachers; secondly, it carried out various cultural activities, including opening recreational clubs,
