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Abstract

In the post-COVID-19 era, as a new type of TV drama, COVID-19 drama accurately grasps the con-
text of The Times. It can reflect the style and convey the spirit of the times. Through the compara-
tive study of four TV dramas, including two Chinese TV dramas Together, Heroes in Harm’'s Way and
two American TV dramas Connecting and Love in the Time of Corona, the differences between China
and America in the form of image expression, narrative content and cultural connotation can be
clarified. It is helpful for Chinese COVID-19 dramas to draw on each other’s strengths, enrich crea-
tive means, retain collective memory and tell Chinese stories well.
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
