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Abstract

Based on the theory of self-disclosure and under the background of Internet self-disclosure envi-
ronment, we investigate 171 college student and postgraduate through questionnaire from the
University of Z in city A to analyze whether different demographic characteristics and different
usage of WeChat Moments will influence people’s self-disclosure in some ways. This study shows
that demographic characteristics of gender, age, place of birth and the home have an impact on the
degree of self-disclosure in their WeChat Moments and the number of WeChat friends and the dif-
ferent Kkinds of status also have effects. Meanwhile, self-disclosure in WeChat Moments can not
only expand and strengthen its network of relationships, but also can be a complement to self-
disclosure in real life, helping ease the emotion and release the pressure.
