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Abstract

In this paper, we use the CSSCI Chinese citation database to conduct statistical analysis of scholars
related to the ideological and political education for college students, including the number of ar-
ticles published, citations cited, and the calculation of the h-index. Finally, 15 key scholars are se-
lected. We analyze the key scholars’ age, gender, and unit information. Through this we under-
stand the status quo and existing problems in the field of ideological and political education of
college students in order to provide the basis for ideological and political education in universi-
ties.
