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Abstract

Citizenship of agricultural-transferring-population is a special phenomenon under the special na-
tional conditions of our country, and it is also a new field in the study of population urbanization
in the world, attracting wide attention from scholars both at home and abroad. This paper firstly
introduces the background and the research necessity on citizenship of agricultural-transferring
