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Abstract

Birth, aging, illness and death are natural laws. No one can escape, and death is an eternal topic
that everyone in society must face. For a long time, China has practiced earth burial for those who
have died and paid attention to “burial for safety”. This tradition has lasted for thousands of years
and has a strong influence. With the development of cities and the growth of population, especially
in the first and second tier cities, there is no enough land to meet the needs of earth burial. In view
of this situation, the country has been committed to promoting cremation-oriented funeral reform
in recent years, but the reform is full of contradictions and conflicts, and negative news, such as

attention from all walks of life. This paper takes the case study of “grabbing the coffin” in the fu-
neral reform in Jiangxi province as an analysis case, and thinks that the current funeral reform
lacks the governance thinking of the people, and it does not know how to use propriety and cus-
tom and reform in the work.
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
