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Abstract

Israel’s Kibbutz is a relatively successful “community-style” social and economic organization in
the world today. This paper attempts to provide valuable lessons for the development of China’s
farmer cooperatives by studying the organizational model and successful experience of Israel’s
“Kibbutz”, the contemporary “free association of human beings”. Based on the true meaning of the
“Free People’s Consortium”, this paper summarizes the characteristics of Kibbutz in terms of
management, production, life and education, and shows that it is a realistic model of the contem-
porary “free association of people”, summarizes the successful experience of the five aspects, finally
puts forward the development suggestions of the farmers’ cooperatives in the five aspects of cultural
soil, management mechanism, operation mode, personnel training and government support.
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
