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Abstract

Workplace cyber incivility emerges as a new type of low-intensity negative behavior that has ari-
sen along with the widespread use of cyber technologies in the modern workplace. This paper
sorts out the concept of workplace cyber incivility, and summarizes the existing researches of the
causes, consequences, mediation and moderation mechanism of the workplace cyber incivility. On
the basis of reviewing the existing researches in this domain, the present paper points out the fu-
ture research directions of workplace cyber incivility.
