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Abstract

Since Chinese colleges and universities began to expand the enrollment scale of higher education,
the development trend of higher education makes people begin to pay extensive attention to the
issue of educational equity. In this context, the equality of access to higher education has gradually
become the focus of public attention. Whether the higher education enrollment opportunity is fair
or not affects the regional education gap, urban and rural education gap and the overall quality of
the people to a certain extent. Therefore, promoting the higher education enrollment opportunity
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is conducive to promoting the development of China’s education. Based on the perspective of fam-
ily cultural capital and the differences of cultural capital owned by each family, this paper analyzes
the influence of three forms of family cultural capital on the entrance opportunity of higher edu-
cation, and discusses the equity of the entrance opportunity of higher education.
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
