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Abstract

The publication of The Communist Manifesto marked the birth of Marxism. In the Manifesto of the
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Communist Party, Marx and Engels took historical materialism as the logical starting point and,
through a comprehensive criticism of the capitalist society, described the future social form
beyond the capitalist society, that is, the “Community of Free Individuals”. The realization of
“Community of Free Individuals” is a long historical process, which requires the high development
of productive forces, the awakening and union of proletariat, and the formation and development
of world history. The discussion of the idea of “Community of Free Individuals” in The Communist
Manifesto is helpful to scientifically recognize the future communist society and guide the dee-
pening development of the Community of Shared Future for Mankind.
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
