Abstract

In recent years, the number of various online courses in China has increased year by year, gradu-
ally popularized in the education industry, and many beneficiaries, but the corresponding copy-
right protection issues have not been paid enough attention. Based on the relationship between
several Kinds of stakeholders involved in the course construction, this paper aims to explore sev-
eral outstanding problems of copyright ownership in the current online open courses, so as to
achieve a balance between the protection of works and the rational use of works. Firstly, starting
with the definition of online open courses and the scope of objects protected by copyright, this
paper lists the problems in the process of curriculum development, operation and service. This
paper discusses the relationship between stakeholders, and then combs the copyright problems
faced by the current online open courses. Finally, it takes a mature online open course of innova-
tion and entrepreneurship “The Road of Entrepreneurship—Playing with Design Thinking” as an
example to analyze the case, aiming to promote the curriculum trust under the premise of copy-
right owners’ rights and interests protection. The sharing and rational use of information re-
sources can improve the dissemination and utilization of knowledge resources, and accelerate the
construction and development of online open courses.
