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Abstract

How to promote the development of moral education in colleges and universities with the help of
the red boat spirit has always been an important issue in academic research. However, the exist-
ing research on the spirit of the red boat is mostly limited to the theoretical level, which is more
abstract and difficult to be transformed into a practical force to promote moral education.
