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Abstract

Historical nihilism is rooted in philosophical ideals of history, denying the ruling status of the
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Chinese Communist Party and disintegrating the spiritual values of the Chinese nation. Historical
nihilism in the era of multi-information, relying on objective conditions such as diverse manife-
stations and rich communication carriers, will cause serious harm to college students in the new
era, such as the absence of historical cognition, the ambiguity of political beliefs, and the confusion
of values. Colleges and universities must effectively play the role of the main channel of ideological
and political theory courses, and respond to the impact of historical nihilism by strengthening the
value-oriented construction of college students and consolidating the joint force mechanism of
college ideological education, so as to enhance the effectiveness and pertinence of college ideolog-
ical education.
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
