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Abstract

After the end of the Cold War, India adjusted its foreign policy towards Burma in due course, and
the two countries started the course of energy diplomacy. Since then, the two countries have con-
tinuously strengthened exchanges and cooperation in the energy field. In this energy diplomacy,
both parties have their own interests and demands, and have partially met their own needs through
practical cooperation. The energy exchanges and cooperation between India and Myanmar have
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had an important impact on ensuring the energy security of the two countries, promoting eco-
nomic and social development and safeguarding national interests, as well as the regional situa-
tion. It has also spread to China, which may intensify the economics of China and India in the re-
gion game and competition.
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
