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Abstract

Firstly, the paper introduces the background, theoretical basis and core concepts of Narrative
Therapy (NT), and gives a simple and systematic overview of it. Then it introduces the basic steps
and techniques involved in the implementation of narrative therapy in psychological counseling
and treatment. Thirdly, the applied object and scope of narrative therapy are simply sorted out,
and some points needing attention are summarized for reference. Finally, based on today’s social
and cultural background and needs, the application value and limitations of narrative therapy are
briefly analyzed.
