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Abstract

Yumuzhai ancient village has profound historical and cultural heritage, unique national characte-
ristics and great value of protection and development. However, with the continuous advancement
of China’s modernization and urbanization process and the accelerating pace of new rural con-
struction, in the process of maintaining the coordination between ecological environment and
tourism development, there are some problems, such as the destruction of natural environment,
the natural damage and man-made damage of ancient architectural community, and the imperfect
repair.
