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Abstract

Equalization of basic public services means that all citizens have fair and equal access to basic
public services. Its core is to promote equal opportunities, and the focus is to ensure the people’s
access to basic public services, rather than simple equalization. Reflected in the field of education,
the educated can equally distribute and use educational resources, and finally achieve a relative
balance between educational supply and demand, so that the use of educational resources can
achieve both fairness and efficiency. From the economic perspective of public choice theory, this
paper analyzes that the backwardness of basic public education services level in the western re-
gion is to a certain extent due to the weak economic foundation, unreasonable fiscal expenditure
system, intergovernmental fiscal relations and expenditure preferences, and lack of perfect deci-
sion-making monitoring mechanism and other factors. Accordingly, according to the background
of the country’s overall promotion of the equalization of basic public services, and in combination
with the Reform Plan for the Division of Central and Local Fiscal Powers and Expenditure Responsi-
bilities in the Education Field currently promoted by the country, suggestions and measures are
put forward to promote the equalization of basic public education services in the western region
by standardization.
