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Abstract

So far, the positioning of community corrections in China is still inconclusive, and the Community
Correction Law has not responded to this. The nature of community corrections is the basic issue
that determines whether a community corrections system with Chinese characteristics can be scien-
tifically constructed. By analyzing the status of community corrections abroad and the main
views of domestic scholars, the author believes that community corrections should be defined as a
“non-custodial measure”.
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
