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Abstract

Under the background of the deepening degree of population aging, this paper analyzes the prac-
tical problems existing in the political and social relations of county grass-roots governments from
the whole process of startup, planning, implementation, supervision and closure by using the
records of field interviews and taking the purchase of home-based elderly care services by the
government of C County, Hefei City, Anhui Province as the target case. The analysis shows that: 1)
the county government represented by county C has obvious imbalance between the government
and social organizations in the process of purchasing home-based elderly care services; 2) The
main reasons are that the government’s purchase of home-based elderly care originates from the
mandatory actions of the grass-roots government, the project procurement design presents the
characteristics of “order form” from top to bottom in the planning process, the communication
between multiple subjects in the implementation process is not in place and the implementation is
insufficient, and the supervision and evaluation of the third party is lacking in the supervision
process. In the closing process, there is a homogenized assessment mechanism under the “pres-
sure type” system. Compared with the existing research, the innovations of this paper are as fol-
lows: first, it focuses on the county grass-roots government, making the research object more mi-
cro specific and targeted; second, the process analysis method is adopted to make the writing logic
clearer. This paper attempts to pay attention to the problems of political and social relations in
the purchase of home-based elderly care services by county grass-roots governments, so as to
provide a practical idea for improving the supply level of elderly care under the background of the
new era.
