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Abstract

Through his critique of the history of Chinese philosophy, Mr. Feng Qi put forward an ideal perso-
nality that is different from the previous saints advocated that only a few people can achieve, that
is, “civilian free personality”, with the purpose of cultivating an ideal personality that most people
can achieve. Mr. Feng Qi proposed that the premise for the realization of “civilian free personality”
is the overcoming of alienation and the establishment of a correct world outlook and outlook on
life. These two premises are that Mr. Feng Qi’s use of Marxist positions, viewpoints and methods to
interpret, combine and develop Chinese philosophy is a great attempt to integrate the basic prin-
ciples of Marxism with Chinese philosophy.
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
