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Abstract

In 2017, the state focused on after-school services for primary school students, and promulgated
the “Guiding Opinions of the General Office of the Ministry of Education on Doing a Good Job in Af-
ter-school Services for Primary and Secondary Schools”, attaching great importance to after-school
services. The survey on the current status of after-school service research found that the content
of after-school service is mainly based on students completing homework, accounting for 69.3%,
and taking new classes accounted for 10.3%, which reflects the importance attached to the trans-
fer of knowledge in the primary school, while the development of students in other aspects is
lacking. Through a questionnaire survey of parents, it was found that 81.36% of the parents be-
lieved that the main purpose of after-school services was to help homework, and 37.29% of the
parents believed that the main purpose of after-school services was to take care of students, which
reflected that parents still had a lack of positioning for after-school services. This also means that
parents have insufficient awareness of the function of after-school services. In order to promote
the further development of after-school services, it is necessary to rely on policies, enrich the con-
tent, pay attention to the all round development of primary school students, and improve the
quality of after-school services for primary school students on the basis of “independence, coop-
eration, and exploration”.
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
