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Abstract

In the realistic environment of eradicating absolute poverty, the sustainable livelihood policy of
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relocated immigrants is the objective embodiment of the government’s policy of stabilizing po-
verty alleviation and the major implementation of China’s Rural Revitalization Strategy. This pa-
per adopts the research framework of sustainable livelihood. On the basis of determining the con-
tent of sustainable livelihood, this paper provides a practical way to solve the problem by studying
the main problems and causes of the current sustainable livelihood of relocated immigrants. The
research shows that at this stage, there are two contradictions in the vulnerable living environ-
ment of relocated immigrants: the change of social objective conditions and the lack of self origi-
nal ability. The factors that cause this include the restriction of immigrants’ livelihood capital, the
restriction of livelihood strategies and the lack of livelihood ability. We can strengthen vigilance
through tempering resilience, improve the driving force, clarify the subject status and develop-
ment feasibility, and realize long-term income increase, so as to improve the sustainable livelih-
ood and poverty alleviation stability of relocated immigrants.
