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Abstract
Family and school play different roles in the cultivation of young students, and both are indis-
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pensable. Family school collaborative education is the development trend of education after the
“double reduction” policy. Marx’s humanistic thought emphasizes people-oriented, provides theo-
retical guidance for the systematic promotion of family school collaborative education, in which
“realistic people” is the logical starting point of family school collaborative education, “people are
the sum of all social relationships” is the core element of family school collaborative education,
and “comprehensive development of people” is the value goal of family school collaborative edu-
cation. Deeply understanding and grasping the rich connotation of Marx’s humanistic thought will
help to further consolidate the consensus on family school cooperation, improve the family school
cooperation mechanism, enrich the forms of family school cooperation, and enhance the effec-
tiveness of family school collaborative education under its guidance.
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
