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Abstract

Objective: To promote the integration of red cultural resources and tourism in Yibin and improve
the connotation and quality of red tourism with local characteristics. Through on-the-spot research
and investigation, we can provide targeted suggestions for Yibin local characteristic red resources
and further promote the innovative development of red tourism. Methods: Based on the previous
literature research, on-the-spot investigation, mid-term questionnaire survey and later interviews,
a series of rich first-hand data were collected and analyzed. Results: According to the regression
analysis of the level of understanding of red culture such as education, age and political outlook,
we found that R2 = 0.079 means that 7.9% of the variance is jointly explained, indicating that
the prediction accuracy of the regression equation is not high, which may because there are other
factors affecting the dependent variables. The distribution of the expected cumulative probability
and the measured cumulative probability in the normal P-P diagram approaches a straight line,
which shows that the residual of the regression equation obeys the normal distribution. Conclu-
sion: At present, the red tourism industry in Cuiping District of Yibin city still has the following de-
ficiencies, such as the lack of professional talent elements support, unbalanced industrial devel-
opment and weak publicity, lack of innovation, single form, etc. Interacting the local characteristic
industries of Yibin with the red tourism industry to realize the promotion of regional culture,
Creating a red tourism boutique route to realize the red all-round tourism of Yibin, Promoting the
organic combination of teaching and tourism, and building a red tourism research base system
and strategies such as supplementing red tourism supporting facilities and realizing the sustaina-
ble development of red tourism in Yibin will help red resources promote the integration of culture
and tourism.
