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Abstract
The study used 366 middle school students as the research object, and used the “Campus Bullying

Questionnaire”, “Self-Esteem Scale”, “Secondary School Students’ Parent-Child Relationship Ques-
tionnaire” and “Legal Cognition Scale” to explore the influencing factors of school bullying among
middle school students. The results showed that: 1) There were significant gender differences and
grade differences in the degree of school bullying, and the degree of school bullying involvement:

male > female; In the first year of high school > the second year of junior high school > the first year
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of junior high school; the degree of involvement in school bullying and individual self-esteem was
significantly and negatively correlated. 2) The degree of involvement in school bullying is signifi-
cantly and negatively correlated with legal cognition and parent-child relationship. 3) The regres-
sion model was based on the degree of involvement in bullying and the other three scale data as
the independent variables, and the results showed that the regression effect was significant.
