Among them, theme plays the role of connecting and commanding other content elements,
providing context category for language learning and curriculum education.” English reading, as
an important class type in junior high school English teaching, plays an important role in subject
education. In view of this, the author tries to explore junior middle school English reading teach-
ing under the guidance of the theme advocated by the new curriculum standard, and proposes to
find the integration of resources by relying on the theme discourse. Create theme context to en-
hance the experience of learning; dig deep into the meaning of the theme, embody the three con-
cepts of students’ subjectivity, and make it concrete with teaching practice in order to provide
reference for the further development of junior English reading teaching.
