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Abstract

At present, the speed of elderly floating population in China is accelerating, and the scale of urban
“old floating people” is expanding. For the “old floating people” in the city, it is often difficult for
them to integrate into the life in a different place. In addition, the lack of attention from their fami-
lies and the outside world makes them feel more lonely in the spiritual world, which may even
lead to depression. Under this background, this paper proposes to discuss the current supply of
spiritual support for the “old floating people” in cities. Based on the theoretical framework of wel-
fare pluralism, this paper takes the “Lao Piao Nationality” in Haidian District of Beijing as an ex-
ample to explore the impact of different supply entities on their spiritual support needs. Based on
the results of multiple linear regression analysis, this paper points out that the family is still the
core of the current urban “Lao Piao” support, and the spiritual support services provided by the
government, the market and the community are still unable to meet their needs. In this regard, this
paper proposes that we should establish a spiritual support system of multiple supply subjects to
achieve the multi linkage of “government-market-community”, so as to play the role of govern-
ment, market and community.
