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Abstract

As the first teachers of children, parents are very important for their children’s development.
Parents have a variety of ways to participate in their children’s study and life. This paper mainly
discusses one of the ways based on family involvement, namely homework. In recent years, the
topic of homework is very popular. Many parents often encounter many problems when tutoring
their children’s homework. For example, they don’t know how to tutor their children, they are
worried about their children’s performance, and they don’t know enough about the teaching of
school professors. Based on the previous research on parents’ participation in homework, this
