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Abstract

The influential neo-liberalism in contemporary western social thoughts, driven by network com-
munication, has had a complex impact on China, covering political, economic, cultural and other
fields. This influence is mainly manifested in the negative guidance to the personal cognition, per-
sonal emotion and personal behavior of Chinese college students. Although China’s ideological and
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political education has expanded from offline to online, it still faces a series of risks and chal-
lenges. On the one hand, strengthening the research on the value of network ideological and polit-
ical work is to highlight the necessity of network ideological and political work, on the other hand,
it is to find an effective way to eliminate the negative impact of the neo-liberal trend of thought,
help college students establish a national “interest-system-culture” overall identity view, and pro-
mote the development of college students’ physical and mental health.
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
