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Abstract

In an era of rapid change, universal connection and increasing complexity, critical thinking has
become increasingly important. Like any other skills, there are rules to learning to think. This pa-
per first analyzes the basic characteristics of critical thinking, which consists of seven aspects:
clarity, accuracy, precision, relevance, consistency, completeness and fairness. Then it introduces
four influencing factors that hinder critical thinking: egocentrism, socialcentrism, stereotype and
wishful thinking. By analyzing the characteristics and influencing factors of critical thinking, this
paper aims to provide some ideas for learners to consciously practice, experience and use critical
thinking in course learning, daily life and practical work.
