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Abstract

In the first volume of Emile, Rousseau’s principles and methods for the naturalistic education of
infants from 0 to 2 years old are described. In the education of infants’ physical senses such as
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sight, hearing and touch, Rousseau advocated a gradual naturalistic education based on the nature
of infants. At the same time, Rousseau was clear that the goal of naturalistic education should be
the formation of good citizens, and that the transformation of the educated from natural man to
citizen should be premised on a correct contractual conception. Rousseau disapproved of Hobbes’
contractarian setting, which takes the tendency of human self-preservation as the only principle,
and thus opposes Locke’s democratic conception of government, which takes the protection of
private property as the dominant principle. A good education cannot be separated from a good po-
litical system, and to a certain extent, Emile is the educational philosophical expression of The So-
cial Contract.
