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Abstract

The integrated teaching design of English units pointing to the cultivation of key competencies
breaks through the traditional knowledge-oriented teaching based on isolated memory and prac-
tice language points, and moves out of the teaching mode of stylized course teaching, shallow
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teaching design, fragmented teaching content, and test-taking examination content, and shifts to
the integrated, holistic and structured course teaching mode of teaching content dominated by
unit themes, highlighting that students are the main position of learning and the active builders of
knowledge. This paper takes Unit 4 What can you do? from the first volume of Primary English for
Primary English as an example, and discusses the ideas and methods of integrated instructional
design of units pointing to key competencies from three aspects: theme exploration, goal setting
and activity design.
