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Abstract
With the advent of the Internet information era, the problem of recourse for cross-border online
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gambling crimes has become increasingly prominent. By introducing the perspective of comparative
law research, the application of procedures for regulating cross-border online gambling crimes in Ja-
pan provides useful experience for China. Specifically, Japanese cross-border online gambling crimes
are faced with judicial proof dilemma, evidence collection and review judgment dilemma, and inter-
national judicial assistance dilemma. Japan has responded to the judicial proof dilemma by closely
assisting with extra-territorial authorities, introducing the participation of social subjects, adopting
undercover network investigation, special data court science and technology, special search methods
of group shared servers to solve the dilemma of evidence collection and examination and judgment,
recognizing the way of taking evidence on behalf of the court, and creating the effective system of re-
troactive recognition of foreign systems in individual cases as well as establishing the path of mutual
legal assistance with the EU so as to alleviate the international and inter-regional judicial assis-
tance dilemma.
