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Abstract

Volunteer service of college students is an important method to develop moral qualities, which
has the function of educating people by improving cognitive level, cultivating social responsibil-
ity, enhancing patriotism and strengthening comprehensive education. Nowadays, the coopera-
tion between colleges and villages has become an effective way to help rural revitalization and pro-
mote volunteer service to educate people, but the implementation of volunteer service activities still
faces the discomfort cut in policy support, activity guarantee and evaluation of education.
