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Abstract
At present, Chinese tourism has a good momentum of development. As a special form of tourism,
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the most prominent feature of red tourism, which differs from other forms of tourism, is that it has
red property, shouldering the responsibility of carrying forward and inheriting the spirit and cul-
ture of red revolution and the mission of cultivating patriotic spirit.
