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Abstract

As an important professional practice in social governance, social work has the same value system
as the strategic goal of rural revitalization, and plays an important role in the process of partici-
pating in rural revitalization, such as supporter, guide and resource link. Under the background of
rural revitalization, the security of elderly living alone in rural areas is more prominent. With the
development of aging population becoming more severe, elderly living alone in rural areas, as a
special vulnerable group in the society, have a remote living environment and lack of surrounding
medical resources, and their security is slightly insufficient in the face of sudden risks. In the long
run, the elderly living alone in rural areas will have a series of hidden problems in life, emotion
and health.
