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Abstract

In order to crack down on corrupt elements absconding abroad and improve the international fu-
gitive and asset recovery mechanism, the criminal trial in absentia system came into being. In or-
der to make up for the imbalance between prosecution and defense and the unfair trial caused by
the system, and to protect the legitimate rights of absent defendants, the Criminal Procedure Law
strictly limits the scope of application of the system and stipulates a series of rights of defendants,
but there are still difficulties such as too general provisions and lack of protection of the system.
Our country should strengthen the protection of the rights of the defendant in absentia trial from
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the aspects of clarifying the scope of application of the case, perfecting the service procedure to
protect the right to know, promoting effective defense to protect the right of defense, supple-
menting the right of appeal and the right of objection.
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
