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Abstract

Reading teaching is the main position of cultivating students’ core quality and realizing quality
education. The English Curriculum Standards for Compulsory Education (2022 edition) advocates
English teaching based on thematic meaning inquiry. Using classroom observation, expert com-
ments, and self-reflection, this paper explores the problems in the implementation of thematic
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teaching mode in junior middle school English reading classrooms and provides relevant teaching
design cases and suggestions to solve the problems in the implementation of thematic teaching
mode.
