Research on the Path of Community
Governance from the Perspective of
Social Exchange Theory

—Taking T Community in Chongqing as an Example

Abstract

Community governance is an important part of social governance, and the quality of community
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governance directly affects social harmony and stability. Taking T community in Chongqing as an
example, this paper studies the exchange relationship among “residents-social organizations-govern-
ment” in the community by means of interviews and observation, and studies the exchange rela-
tionship through the analytical framework of “organization-incentive-behavior”, and analyzes the
problems of low participation, chaotic governance and low government efficiency in the process of
community governance from the perspectives of “internal reward” and “external reward”. It is
found that the causes of these problems are the low sense of community identity of community
residents, the shortage of social organization resources, the imperfection of relevant laws and
regulations, the weak sense of government responsibility and the restrictions on the develop-
ment of professional talents. Based on this, the optimization path of community governance is
put forward to promote residents’ participation in community governance, enhance the wil-
lingness of social organizations to participate, improve the efficiency of government governance,
and cultivate and introduce talents, so as to jointly promote the modernization of community go-
vernance.
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
