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Abstract

The research on moral education in ideological and political education of subjectivity and inter-
subjectivity is of great practical significance. The current subjectivity and inter subjectivity ideo-
logical and political education are facing the problem of contradictions between socialist moral
concepts and subjectivity, as well as the contradiction between the methods of moral education
guidance and the methods of self education. Looking at the essence through the phenomenon, it
can be found that the underlying reasons behind it are: the conflict between the socialization re-
quirements and the subjectivity of the subject in socialist moral education, the withdrawal of the
object and the highlighting of the subject in subjectivity and inter subjectivity ideological and po-
litical education. Based on the problem and its causes, relevant countermeasures can be proposed:
to unify the opposition between subjectivity and objectivity. Specifically, moral education should
organically unify the socialization of human work and the comprehensive development of free-
dom, and the guidance of moral education should dialectically unify the two methods of indoctri-
nation and persuasion.
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
