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Abstract

With the strengthening of the legalization construction in higher education institutions and the
continuous deepening of student management systems, their binding force is gradually increasing.
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However, it is very easy for schools to neglect the construction of a long-term mechanism for “fol-
low-up education” of students under disciplinary sanctions during the process of student man-
agement, which reflects the inadequacy of the educational purpose of nurturing people as the
foundation. The construction of a long-term mechanism for “follow-up education” of students un-
der disciplinary sanctions in higher education institutions can effectively strengthen the tracking
education and management of such students, making the entire process of being sanctioned truly
closed-loop, enabling them to correct their mistakes, rectify their attitudes, and face their future
lives positively.
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
