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Abstract

Under the operation of global capital, western cities show a picture of infinite prosperity, while a
series of paradoxical space scenes such as space occupation, deprivation and isolation behind it
are in urgent need of justice. The study of space justice thought was initially generated under the
joint action of the realistic problems that appeared in such a special social background and the
lack of space justice theory. Subsequently, the publication of works by Western scholars such as
Lefebvre, David Harvey and Suja led the development of this field. At present, the research of spa-
tial justice thoughts is showing a trend of expanding and differentiating the research content,
paying more and more attention to the field of urban and rural planning, and gradually expanding
the research vision to the more micro public field.
