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Abstract

The ability to listen and speak English is necessary for tourism management students to engage in
international tourism business after graduation. This study selected four undergraduate universi-
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ties of tourism management in Shaanxi Province, and randomly interviewed some teachers and
students of these four schools. The current situation of professional English teaching in tourism
management in these colleges was inspected, as well as the cognition of professional English by
teachers and students. The results of the interview show that students urgently need to improve
the practical application ability of professional English. Teachers acknowledge the importance of
listening and speaking ability in English, but do not pay attention to the cultivation of listening and
speaking ability in teaching. It is suggested that colleges should strengthen the cultivation of stu-
dents’ listening and speaking ability in an all-round way, and better help students learn English
language sKkills to meet the requirements of future jobs.
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
