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Abstract

Grassroots governance is the cornerstone of national governance, community is the “last mile” of
urban grassroots governance, and community governance research is an important component of
grassroots governance system research. As the basis of community governance, residents’ partic-
ipation is not only conducive to the promotion of community autonomy, but also conducive to the
integration of community resources and the sustainable development of grassroots governance.
Based on the theoretical perspective of social capital and taking Y community in Chengdu as the
research object, this paper explores the current situation and existing problems of residents’ par-
ticipation in community governance from the perspectives of residents’ trust, reciprocity norms
and social networks. From the perspective of social work, this paper aims to enhance the social
trust relationship, stimulate the endogenous force of community governance, and focus on organ-
ization cultivation. Promote the standardization of residents’ participation, clarify the subject re-
lationship and responsibility, build a community governance network, and constantly stimulate
the enthusiasm of residents to participate in community governance, so as to promote the devel-
opment of community governance.
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
