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Abstract

When the growth rate of global international trade slows down, cross-border e-commerce appears
as a new trend of rapid growth. Cross-border e-commerce has changed the traditional way of inter-
national trade, so it puts forward new requirements for the training of international economic and
trade professionals. This paper takes the Cross-Border E-Commerce Practical Training course as an
example. Through interviews and investigations, it finds that there are currently problems such as
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unclear teaching objectives, lack of practical teaching environment, relatively traditional teaching
methods, and single teaching evaluation methods. Finally, it proposes to accurately locate cross-
border e-commerce practical training courses, establish a virtual simulation cross-border e-com-
merce platform, introduce real cases of enterprises for teaching, and implement the diversified
teaching methods, based on the virtual simulation platform diversification, dynamic evaluation, in-
tegration of production and education, collaborative education mechanism strategy, in order to im-
prove students’ cross-border e-commerce ability.
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
