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Abstract

Language learning, particularly second language acquisition, has long been a significant area of psy-
chological research. Within this field, motivation and emotion play crucial roles in both initiating
and sustaining the language learning process. This paper reviews the role of motivation in second
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language learning, tracing the development of motivation research from social psychology, and cog-
nitive theories, to dynamic process models. Additionally, it explores the impact of emotion on sec-
ond language learning, focusing on the roles of positive and negative emotions in influencing moti-
vation and learning outcomes. By summarizing relevant theories and empirical research, this paper
offers a comprehensive view of the interaction between motivation and emotion and discusses po-
tential future research directions, aiming to provide more effective strategies for optimizing lan-
guage learning.
