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Abstract

High school stage of family-school communication is indispensable, which plays an important role
in student’s college entrance, and physical and mental health. The development of educational in-
formation has greatly enriched the channels of family-school communication and improved the ef-
ficiency of family-school communication. However, in view of the current development and status
of family-school communication in rural areas, there are still some shortcomings in the commu-
nication cognition, methods, abilities, and management of both home and school.
